In 1980, A. Tivanenko transported Maani shuluun (Mani stones) to the museum.
The stones were discovered near the Altai ulus in Kyakhtinsky district. The Mani
stones were installed in the mountains, along mountain passes, on routes
leading to sacred spots, and near human settlements. They were a revered object
at the Lamaist’'s temple. Texts of Buddhist prayers are carved into the stones.
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
